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 Hans Backenroth (born 1966 in Karlstad) 

With his hard swinging, melodic playing and warm sound Hans is considered to be one of Scandinavia's foremost bass players!
Hans started playing classical guitar at the age of 7 and four years later took up the electric bass. During high school Hans discovered jazz and at the age of 19 started playing the double bass inspired by bassists such as Paul Chambers, Ray Brown, Scott LaFaro and NHØP. 
Hans studied double bass and improvisation at the Royal Academy of Music in Stockholm.

In the early 90s, Hanswas soon to became one of the most sought-after bassists in Sweden and was hired by Swedish jazz legends such as Arne Domnérus, Putte Wickman, Bengt Hallberg, Monica Zetterlund, Bernt Rosengren, Ulf Wakenius and Jan Lundgren. Hans has also played with a long list of international soloists such as Buddy deFranco, Toots Thielemans, Roger Kellaway, James Moody, Harry Sweets Edison, Kenny Barron, Doug Raney, Ed Thigpen, Scott Hamilton, Ernie Watts, Veronica Swift, Eddie Daniels, Harry Allen, Ken Peplowski et al.
Hans has toured in Europe, USA, Canada, Japan and over the years has appeared on over 150 CDs and has been awarded awards such as, Nalen's Vänner scholarship "Topsy's Tusenkrona" (2000), Wermland Society's Cultural Scholarship (2016) & The Swedish Musicians union award 2019

In 2009 Hans released his first CD under his own name "Bassic Instinct" and in 2021 "Parkers Mood" came out which was praised by critics all over Scandinavia. The record was voted as the third best jazz recording of 2021 in the magazine Orkesterjournalen and designated as  the best tribute record 2021 in the magazine Lira.

Over the years, Hans has taught double bass, electric bass and ensemble at schools such as the Royal Academy of Music in Stockholm and the Academy of Music in Piteå 

Since 2017, Hans has been writing articles and doing interviews for the jazz magazine Orkesterjournalen..
